Winter Talk: “Decolonising Academic Writing and Diversifying 
Publication Languages: Positions and Possibilities”

Prof. Dr. Rachid Ouaissa, one of the two directors of MECAM, was present at the 
Extractivism Flying Academy “Global Extractivism: Actors and Cultures in Latin 
America” Havanna, Cuba from 19 to 22 February 2024. The conference looked at 
which commodities will gain in importance and which countries and/or groups 
of countries may benefit from this, bearing in mind that they may also be 
among the losing groups. What social and cultural dynamics characterize the 
extractivist regimes in Latin America? How do the impending and future 
changes challenge these structures, institutions, cultural representations and 
social habitus? Which social groups are becoming drivers of change, and which 
are blocking these processes? And what geopolitical outcomes are already 
foreseeable?

MECAM’s Publication Workshop Series, led by the German Institute for Global 
and Area Studies (GIGA) in Hamburg, aimed at training MECAM fellows, partners, 
and collaborators in academic authorship, reviewing, and editing. These 
workshops, held biennially, with two in Tunis (2024, 2028) and one in Hamburg 
(2026), cover academic text, policy paper, and blog writing. Featuring experts 
from the MECAM network and beyond, the sessions will offer practical insights 
into drafting, peer review, and engaging with policy communities. Emphasis was 
placed on addressing publishing dynamics and fostering discussions on 
academic knowledge production imbalances. Participants gained the skills to 
navigate academic outlets effectively. The inaugural workshop focused on 
academic publishing, catering primarily to current MECAM fellows and alumni in 
Tunisia.

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15-17/01/2024MECAM Visit at Université de Sfax
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The international academic publishing system is increasingly dominated by 
Anglo-American publishers, procedures, and writing requirements, and by the 
exclusive use of English. In contrast, in the Global South, for example in the Arab 
world, there are calls for the decolonisation of academic writing, the promotion 
of regional publishing houses, and the (re)recognition of Arabic as an academic 
language. Moreover, in many countries, such as in the Maghreb, scholars have 
grown up in a French-based academic system to which they are accustomed, 
but from which they are also trying to escape. But even in the Western world, the 
traditional “big” languages of knowledge such as German, French, and Spanish 
are increasingly being replaced, less and less perceived internationally, and less 
recognised, even in their own countries. In this context, this public MECAM 
“Winter Talk” addressed issues such as postcolonial writing, Anglicisation and 
Americanisation vs. diversity of academic languages, multilingual publishing, 
linguistic (but also conceptual, ....) translation problems, different linguistic 
logics and possibilities of expression in the respective languages, etc.logics and possibilities of expression in the respective languages, etc.

“Branding the Middle East and North Africa” (Book Presentation)

Short Visit: Prof. Dr. Annette Henninger, Dr. Funda Hülagü 
and Dina Zabaneh

MECAM Steering Committee of Philipps-Universität Marburg (UMR)

The edited volume “Branding the Middle East and North Africa” presented at this 
Rencontre Ibn Khaldoun of MECAM investigated place, product, and personal 
branding in the Middle East and North Africa, including some studies from 
adjacent regions and the wider Islamicate world. Going beyond simply 
presenting logos and slogans, it critically analyses processes of strategic 
communication and image building under general conditions of globalisation, 
neoliberalisation, and postmodernisation and, in a regional perspective, of 
lasting authoritarian rule and increased endeavours for “worlding.” In particular, 
it looks at the multiple actors involved in branding activities, their interests and 
motives, and investigates tools, channels, and forms of branding beyond the 
ubiquitous logos and slogans.

We were delighted to welcome Prof. Dr. Annette Henninger, Dr. Funda Hülagü 
and Dina Zabaneh from the Philipps-Universität Marburg in the framework of 
their Short Visit to the Merian Centre for Advanced Studies in the Maghreb 
(MECAM) to hold an event at MECAM entitled “Exchange Marburg - Tunis: Gender 
Politics between Backlash and Neoliberalism” at which Tarek Shukrallah will hold 
a talk entitled “»The 14th of January was our first pride«. Tunisian queer politics 
and the crisis of hegemony”. The delegation from Marburg will also participate 
at the Conference “Taboos in Language, Society, Culture and Literature”, 
organised by the English Department at the Faculty of Human and Social 
Sciences of Tunis.

On March 18, 2023, a half-day meeting of the "MECAM Steering Committee of 
Philipps-Universität Marburg (UMR)" took place, designed as a strategy day. The 
main goal was to advance strategy development on two levels: firstly, by 
promoting joint research synergies within and emanating from the UMR, and 
secondly, by internationalizing scientific cooperation in Marburg both within and 
beyond the UMR. The discussion was based on an assessment of the previous 
main phases and working formats of MECAM as well as a previously drafted 
strategy paper highlighting the importance of MECAM for the UMR.strategy paper highlighting the importance of MECAM for the UMR.
